WHO IS THE COURSE FOR? 
 
The course is suitable for beginners/improvers and those with more  
experience.  For those starting out several different patchwork, applique and 
quilting techniques will be taught, producing blocks which can be made into 
bags, cushions or a sampler quilt.  For the more experienced students a range 
of more advanced techniques will be taught which individuals can develop using 
their own theme to create small quilts (A4 size) or other items.     
 
WHAT DO YOU NEED TO BRING ALONG? 
 
You will need to bring a basic sewing kit each week.  This should include; fabric 
scissors, scissors for paper, pins, needles and cream or neutral coloured 
thread, a 12”/30 cm ruler and a sharp pencil.
